Other majors may be acceptable, at the discretion of the Education Committee.  
 
If a student is considering a major not listed above, and would still like to be considered for a scholarship, 
the student must include, together with his or her scholarship application, a persuasive explanation of how 
the major will lead to a career in the design and construction industry. Likewise, students who are 
submitting a disbursement form and who are not enrolled in a major listed above must submit a similar 
explanation with their disbursement form.
