Donate Trees to School of the Future

Philadelphia, PA,  October, 8, 2008 – The Eastern Pennsylvania affiliate of the Architecture, Construction and Engineering (ACE) Mentor Program (ACE of Eastern PA) and the American Society of Landscape Architects (ASLA) are bringing new life to Philadelphia’s School of the Future by donating trees to the facility. 

Three trees, one single-trunk and two multi-stem October Glory red maples, have been donated by the Deep Fork Tree Farm in Arcadia, OK., a wholesale grower of shade and ornamental trees. The trees will be on display at the ASLA’s  annual meeting October 2nd through 7th The Arrimour Group, a local landscape contractor that has donated its services, assisted by ACE students will then move and plant the trees near the school’s main entrance. The planting is scheduled for October 11th.


According to Anthony Naccarato, Chairman of ACE of Eastern PA and Principal of O'Donnell & Naccarato, "We are pleased to partner with ASLA on this worthwhile effort, especially since it enables some of our students to participate in the tree planting. We are committed to working with all of ACE's national supporters, like ASLA, to grow and improve our program locally”. 

ACE of Eastern PA is part of the ACE Mentor Program, a national association that seeks to increase high school students’ awareness of career opportunities in architecture, construction and engineering. Industry professionals serve as volunteer mentors, working with students on “real-life” projects, taking them on field trips and visiting jobsites.
