The 2009/2010 ACE year was one of the most popular in ACE Frederick history. Thank you to all the student participants
for making this year so successful.

This year, first year students attended field trips to the Washington County Hospital construction site, and to the old
Frederick News Post Building downtown. The first year students also completed mini-projects such as the catapult, water
distribution system and the Popsicle structure contest. It is amazing to see a pile of Popsicle sticks hold over 300 pounds.
Finally, the first year students planned, budgeted, and prepared a presentation regarding projects that rehabilitated the
Frederick News Post Building, a community park, and a hydro-electric dam.

Our second year students, our first year in which there was two groups, also developed interesting projects. ACE
Frederick was able to submit two design projects, the ideal school and a parking garage to the ACE/CIRT national
competition.

The Executive Board raised over $20,000 in scholarship and operational funds. Finally, they administered $19,000 in
senior scholarships to seven students at the April 28, Fifth Annual Final Presentation and Scholarship Ceremony held at
The Holiday Inn and Conference Center.

The Ceremony included an exhibit area set up for enthusiastic students from all eight teams to share their individual
project presentations. Bechtel generously allowed each team to use a brand new monitor to show their final presentations,
which the team members were available to participate in one-on-one discussions with family and friends.

None of this would have been possible without the efforts of our volunteer mentors, our Executive Board, and our Intern
who have made this year in ACE run smoothly and effectively.
