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Selection Process

In order to maintain good student/mentor ratios and to maximize the effectiveness of the
program, there are a limited number of spaces available for each of the two (2) Teams
of the Greater Bridgeport Chapter. Students will be selected based on their individual
merits as conveyed in the complete application as outlined above. Incomplete or late
applications will not be considered. Special consideration will be given to veteran
students, but this does not guarantee acceptance. The program is open to all high
school students (grades 9-12), but the Team reserves the right to limit participation of
underclassmen based on the number of qualified applicants, space availability, etc. A
Waiting List may or may not be implemented (based on Team’s discretion).

One (1) week prior to the first meeting, each applicant will receive a letter via US mail
from the appropriate Team regarding their acceptance to, or denial from, the ACE
program. Upon acceptance, you will be required to contact the Team Leader to confirm
your participation. Failure to do so may forfeit your acceptance and allow another
student to take your place.

Transportation

Students/Parents are responsible for providing transportation to and from all meetings;
mentors are not allowed to provide rides for students. Check with your school's ACE
contact for possible alternative transportation arrangements. Carpooling is encouraged.
Field Trips may require a different approach and will be addressed at that time.
